Mayor Short provided the Council members with a draft of a job advertisement for the position of Public Works Director.  She asked the Council to look over the draft and make any necessary revisions.  Commissioner Mossman reported he is still looking into possibilities for the physical space for this office.

Mayor Short stated she had determined some of the goals which she felt could be given consideration in role of the Planning Commission.  She feels the Planning Commission should work with the Council in developing a 10-year plan for the growth of the City, annexation of adjacent properties, land use of those properties and the current area and infrastructure needed to support the growth of the City.  Mayor Short stressed that she felt the Council needed to be involved in these roles.  Mayor Short suggested contacting Jan Haegen, Zoning Administrator, to set up a meeting with the current members of the Planning Commission.  The Council members agreed with her suggestions.  Stephany McMahon advised the Council that she had been in contact with Doug McDermott from the Coles County Regional Planning Office and learned there are plans for a 5 County Regional  Plan that the City might benefit from.  
13.
Mayor Short reported a partial assignment of rights requested by Deb Groendal will be discussed at a later meeting after the proper paperwork has been submitted.

Mayor Short reported a TIF application submitted by Darin Burdick will be reviewed at a later meeting after the proper paperwork has been submitted.

Mayor Short reported the budget for the Library will be submitted at the next Council meeting.  The Library Board Finance committee has reviewed the budget figures and it will be presented to the full Library Board at their meeting on February 24, 2009 for approval.

Mayor Short informed the Council a recent Zoning Board of Appeals petition submitted by Yoder Farm Drainage to request a variance on parcel #08-08-02-240-004 for the purpose of a multi family residence was allowed per the request except for the 4 ft. variance on the east property line.  There were 2 objections voiced at the meeting.

Mayor Short stated a public hearing on an application for a Special Use Permit submitted by the Moultrie County Beacon will be held at the City Building at 6:30 p.m. on March 5, 2009.
14.
Monte Johnson, GIS administrator, presented the Council with expenses incurred with the implementation of the GIS system.  Mr. Johnson stated one of the departments had asked to have a portion of the mapping installed on a laptop for their use in the field.  Johnson stated the software for this would cost approximately $1,500.00 for one computer.  If the Council wanted to install this software on computers for multiple departments the expense would be approximately $2,500.00.
Mr. Johnson also wanted to advise the Council that he is not using a GPS device to give the exact locations of various lines, at this time, he is giving approximate locations.  A GPS device might cost between  $5,000.00-$6,000.00.  The Council asked Mr. Johnson to explore the cost of this device and a metal detector.
Upon discussion with the City Treasurer, it was decided an expense line item for GIS supplies would be included in the proposed budgets of the departments using the system.  Mayor Short stated she felt the City needed to utilize this information.  The City Treasurer pointed out the need to provide the auditor with the value of the streets in the City.  This issue could be a point in the 2007/2008 audit and needs to be addressed before the end of the 2009 fiscal year.  The GIS system could aid in conforming with the GASB rules. Mr. Johnson is going to be talking to the City of Charleston to see if they have any suggestions as to what the City might need to make use of the system.

Stephany McMahon, Economic Development, submitted a report of 2008 accomplishments for review by the Council.
